Yuko Mohri’s creations are inspired by the fragment of life observation. She collects daily
object and various mechanical parts, combines them in to electronic mechanical devices.
Through the artworks the artist is able to express the experiences with intangible
energy such as sound or light. A central motif within her work is a transfer of energy
using the flow of natural forces in our environment, integrating with the concept of a
‘circuit’ or loop to form a self-contained organic system. Besides the several solo
exhibition Yuko Mohri had held in Project Fulfill Art Space, she is also active in
international exhibition, art fairs and biennales. In 2024, Yuko Mohri will be the

exhibiting artist of Japanese Pavilion in the 60th Venice International Art Biennale.
